Having finally sorted gearbox we looked for an event to enter. The RBMR 

looked to be different from any other event we had entered. It was run as a 
memorial to the late Richard Burns and to raise money for the Richard Burn’s 
memorial fund and RAF benevolent fund. (The RAF were celebrating their 90th 
anniversary) The two-day event was held on RAF Marham air base. We 
submitted our entry to find many local crews had already entered – Ken Sturdy 
and Richard Wood, Gavin Ruler and Dave Everard, Andy Carter and Joanne 
Briggs, Rob and John Brook, Nicholas Everard and Sam Collis. We were 
surprised to get a run as we thought it would be oversubscribed. Later found 
Alan and Lawrence Kirby had also entered.  
 
John and I set off at midday Friday, the journey took us three and a half hours. 
Noise check and scrutineered early, next to the work’s Subaru team. A relief to 
get it out of the way the night before the event. We were camping on the air 
base sports field .The service crew arrived at 6.30ish with tent, (showers and 
toilets provided). We dined that evening at the RAF pub (subsidised meals for 
competitors and service crew), drinking on next table were Markko Martin and 
Robert Reid, crew of car 1 the new works Subaru Impreza. Sat am after driver’s 
briefing watched head men start first stage, then queued up for the 9.3 mile 
stage (shortest stage of event). Very grippy tarmac, dry, hot and the first time on 
tarmac tyres. Front brakes smoking and pedal disappearing, wound bias to rear 
cured it. Stages were wide with few chicanes but lots of 90’s across runways on 
very abrasive tarmac. Very hard on car especially transmission, brakes and 
tyres.A few notable entries were out on first stage, including Ken and Richard 
(snapped prop and broken rear diff) and Gavin and Dave (headgasket). Next 
two stages( 13 miles ), getting into the flow of it now.Last stage of day and the 
clutch cable snapped! We drove most of the stage in third gear, dropping quite 
a bit of time. Alan and Lawrence were going well, even keeping up with Markko 
Martin for a short length. Andy and Joanne flying in 1st/2nd in class, although 
running out of tyres fast. Rob and John Brooks also going well. Service crew 
replaced the clutch cable and managed to borrow a spare one from other V6 
sierra, in exchange for a throttle cable. Back to campsite for shower (very hot all 
day!). Out to hog roast in massive RAF marquee, subsidised beer, hog roast, 
live band, fireworks and charity auction, back for good nights sleep.  
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Sunday morning dawned misty with sun burning through in time for first stage. 
Four longer stages awaited. Bought two more tyres from Rob Brook, to go with 
best of original four. Had to back off to conserve tyres and brakes. At first 
service found rear pads down to metal. Fitted spares, brakes fine for last 
stages. Rob and John had stopped on stage with fuel line problem losing about 
6 minutes but still in rally. Alan and Lawrence had now fitted hardest tyres. We 
had a real go on the last two stages and were thrilled to finish the hardest event 
we have ever done. The car stood up really well and the gearbox was faultless 
– at last! We finished 40th overall, 18th in class, first Sierra home. 28 minutes 9 
secs behind the winner Marko Martin and Robert Reid in the work’s Subaru 
Impreza! 
 Alan and Lawrence finished 12th overall, 10th in class, Andy and Joanne 
finished 17th overall, 2nd in class, Rob and John finished 51st overall, 7th in class 
and Nick and Sam 32nd overall, 4th in class.  All in all a fantastic weekend, 
brilliant venue, demanding stages, good atmosphere and a change from local 
events. Thanks to John and Jimmy for servicing.  We are hoping the event will 
run next year and become an annual fixture.
